Central Park. The winners were Calvert Vaux and Fredrick Law
Olmsted. Vaux designed the Bethesda Terrace and made it into
what it is today. Emma Stebbins was the artistic mind behind
the plan and created the fountain. The statue in the center of
the fountain was designed by Cushman, another person who
worked on this project and was a victim of breast cancer. The
statue stood for purity, health, and peace. Peace was an
important part of the statue because of the Civil War that had
took place. The Bethesda Fountain is around 150 years old. A lot
of hard work was put into making the fountain in order for it to
be the great place it is now. The fountain is a great place for
relaxing and family time.
