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Street art is visual art created in public places, such as 
graffiti, sculptures, chalk, and 3D street art. People 
started making street art in the early 1980s and still is 
here today. Most of the time, people think of street art as 
graffiti, and since that is sometimes vandalism, people 
think that street art is vandalism.
